Apple News 
16 Megabytes on a 3.5 inch Disk? 

Panasonic has announced an SCSI based devise that uses 
3.5 inch disks to provide up to 16Mb storage. The drives are 
rated at about 60ms average access time (a slow hard disk) 
and use standard 3.5 inch disks. Panasonic state however that 
to get the highest capacity from the disks, you'll need to buy 
their own special, highest quality disks. The drives could 
retail for as low as $1 ,000.00. (Reprinted from Computer 
City Communications) 

New Standard for File Transfer 
What does a Computer Science student do for a project? In 

this case develop a new file storage system for Apple II 
computers. Andy Nicholas has developed a file storage system 
for Prodos and GS/OS files and it also supports CP/M, Pascal, 
Dos 3.3 etc. This new file format is called NuFX. This format 
stores all the file information as well as the data in the file. The 
old standard, Binary II, can do all this but NuFX goes one 
better. NuFX can handle file names of up to 8,000 characters 
long and it can also handle GS/OS Resource Forks. 
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And if that is not enough, he also wrote Shrinklt. A utility 
that corJVerts files into and out of the NuFX file fonnat. A 
NuFX file can hold a number of standard files including 
subdirectories. Shrinklt also compacts the files before adding 
it to the NuFX file. Shrink it uses a better compacting routine 
than BLU and it can also handle Binary II files. 

In June, Andy Nicholas, Apple staff and members of 
major U.S. online services worked on the finishing touches to 
NuFX. NuFX files have the file type of $EO and an Aux. type 
of $8000. The best news of all is that Shrinklt has been 
available through the group for two months. It is available on 
the Appleworks/Prodos Utility Disk. Andy is also working on 
another version that fixes some bugs. A GS version is also 
under way. 

When is a Mac not a Mac? 
The answer is a Mac clone. According to MacNews, a Mac 

clone called the Jonathan will be released this year. The price 
could be around the $1,000.00 mark. However, it must jump 
a few hurdles before you see it in operation. MacNews says 
that no dealer in Australia has taken the dealership. Also it 
would be shipped without the ROM's. And I am sure Apple 
Australia will have something to say about it. Read MacNews 
for more details. 

Cheap Hard Drives 
How about a 21 megabyte Hard Drive for just $915 

(external) and it is even cheaper for internal Hard Drives (Mac 
only). They are called Zytech Hard Drives. The advertisement 
said that they are compatible with the Mac range and include 
System Software and cables. If the drives use the SCSI 
interface, they can also be used on the Apple lie and Apple 
IIGS. They are available from Zytech, Freepost 180ZY,

Appleworks 3.0 Update 
During the month, the group received a letter from 

Dataflow about the release of Appleworks 3.0 in Australia. I 
thought you would be interested in reading some of the 
letter ... 

I have been inundated with calls from Apple User Group 
members who are very keen to get news of Appleworks 3.0-
some have even told me that it is possible to buy Appleworks 
3.0 now in the United States cheaper than we are selling 
Appleworks 2.1 here in Australia' Not True! So the purpose 
of this letter is to pass on to you the facts about this exciting 
new release so that you can notify your members. 

Appleworks 3.0 has been announced in the U.S.A. Many 
of your members will have seen articles in American 
magazines about it. However, Appleworks 3.0 will not be 
released for sale until/ate August in the U.S.A. We will not 
receive stock for distribution in Austraila for at least one week 
after Appleworks 3.0 has started to ship there. This means 
that we can realistically expect to have supplies with dealers 
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around mid September. 
For this reason we decided not to offically announce the 

existance of Appleworks 3.0 in Australia at the same time as 
the American announcement - we felt it is beuer to wait until 
late July/early August.It seemed to us to be pointless when we 
could not deliver the program until September. So you will see 
an offical announcement of the release in Australia of 
Appleworks 3.0, but not until early August. 

I realise that all this may seem rather confusing. The fact is 
that Claris originally hoped to have Appleworks 3.0 ready for 
shipping in July and so timed their announcement for June. 
You will not be suprised to learn that the release date has been 
delayed several times! 

. .. The letter from Larine Toms, Claris Product Manage., 
goes on to tell us about a special on Appleworks 2.1. 
However, this special finished at the end of July. Appleworks 
3.0 will be available for free to owners of Appleworks 2.1 
who bought it after June 30th. 

Apple releases System 7.0 
Apple has released full details of System 7.0 to the public 

and has announced availability for later this year but possibly 
as late as the beginning of the next. Following is a list of 
general specifications of System 7.0, the source document is 
over 25 pages long! 

• System 7.0 requires a Mac Plus or newer with at least 2 
megabytes of internal memory and a hard drive. 
• Virtual memory is supported up to 4 Gigabytes of 
addressable RAM (only on machines with 030 processor or 
Mac II with PMMU chip). 
• Finder 7.0 will always run in Multifinder mode. Finder 7.0 
becomes more intuitive and easier to use. A ppli.:ations ca". 
now be installed in the Apple menu. 
• Fonts, DA's etc are installed simply by dragging thier files 
into the System Folder. Customized views available for

• Outline fonts (fonts which look good no matter how mur".

• Sound manager enhanced to support amoungst other things, 
real-time sequencing and full MIDI management. 
• 32 bit Quickdraw supports full 16.7 million colour renditions 
with aproprite cards.

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• Check out the software reviews that regulary appear in 
magazines devoted to computers and/or education, such as 
Australian Personal Computer, Your Computer, and others. 
These magazines can be found in most newsagencies and 
public libraries. 

There are a number of specialist magazines for each 
computer brand which regularly feature articles on educational 
software also and these are available from newsagencies and 
by subscription. 
• Talk to friends whose children are using computers. Or ask 
your children's teachers for software recommendations. 
• Consult reputable software companies and dealers. Your 
best bets are the ones that have been around for a while - not 
the ones that have "popped up" overnight or only offer 
discount prices. Companies without the necessary knowledge 
of the program or support facilities may prove to be more 
trouble than the few dollars saved initially. 
• or ring Ramware for a honest opinion! 

Tip 6 
Select software that will operate on your computer 
equipment. 

This may seem obvious, but nothing is more frustrating 
than buying software and eagerly hurrying home with it, only 
to find that it doesn't work with your computer setup. 

Money you saved on buying a compatible might limit the 
range of software available to you. 

Before you buy any software, be sure you know the 
following information: 

• the type(s) of computer on which the software will operate; 
• whether a printer is required and, if so, which ones will 
operate with the software; 
• the number of disk drives required in order to use the 
software; 
• any additional equipment necessary or essantial for using the 
software such as a mouse or joystick; 
• the amount of computer memory needed to run the 
programs; 
• whether the software is 100% compatible with your 
computer. 

There may be some problems as a result of purchasing a 
compatible computer that make the task of running programs, 
without modification, difficult. Ask the computer dealer for a 
demonstration of some of the more popular educational 
packages on the computer before you buy. 

Tip 7 
Choose software that can be "customised" to fit 
your particular hardware setup. 

The best software can usually be modified to work with 
different setups. Consider whether it provides you with the 
option of using either one or two disk drives. Or does it work 
with different types of printers, modems and interface cards? 
Since your equipment setup may change at a later date, 
flexible software offers you the greatest potential bargain.

Tip 8 
Purchase software from companies that provide 
customer assistance. 

Don't you hate not being able to get help when you need it? 
Or worse still getting the rude person who inists that you 
bought cheap and therefore without service? Be sure that you 
purchase you software from a company that will answer your 
questions. 

If the company operates a help line for answeri 
questions, the telephone number will be listed in its catalogtlt., 
pricelist, promotional material, and/or software support 
manuals.

Tip 9 
Make sure the software you buy, where possible, 
has Australian spellings and words. 

Although it may seem a small point it is important that 
educational software be in harmony with the Australian 
language and spellings taught in schools. All too often word 
processors, outliner programs and educational programs off...­
dictionaries and thesauruses (synonyms) use Amen 
spellings and colloquialisms (common phrases). This can 
create confusion in children who are using computer software 
to help them spell or write or read. 

There are some common test spellings that will assist yr• 
finding out if it is truly compatible with our language. Tf. 
are: 

Colour is colour not color; 
we eat biscuits not cookies; 
the colour grey is spelled grey not gray.

Make sure that the software is produced by a 
manufacturer that will support their product with 
replacements for faulty diskettes and upgrades.

Even the most thorough testing, however, 
cannot guarantee that customers will not encounter occasional 
problems. A lot of things - from dust to magnetic fields and

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prevents the proper use of the software, the manufacturer 
should provide you with a corrected copy at no additional cost.

Apple lie and Satellite Communication 
The benefits of real time education were brought 

to students of remote Queensland properties with 
the introduction of the Distance Education by 
Satellite Trial begun in 1986. 

. Designed to test the feasibility of an .innovative electronic 
" Leaching-learning system, the joint venture between AUSSAT 

and the Mt Isa School of the Air invloved the linking of 
students in remote loactions through a voice and data satellite 
network using Apple lie computers. 

Each of the eight Year 6 children participating in the 
present project used a standard 64K Apple lie with 2 floppy 
drives, a colour monitor, an 80 column printer and mouse. A 
special modem card was designed for each student's computer 
providing communications at 9600 and 4800 baud, allowing 
rapid transmission of data and graphics between the student 
and the teacher via Australia's frrst satellite, AUSSAT l. 

A "personalised" Apple lie video card was also developed 
for the Distance Education Trial. Designed and produced by a 
senior lecturer from the University of Queensland, the card 
1as three switchable modes enabling a student to select the 
~st mode for a particular software package. 

The project saw the collaboration of Dr Paul Campbell 
from Ecos Data Management, Mr Lloyd Lace, project officer 
for the Satellite Trial Implementation Committee and Mr 
4ilton Holloway of the Electronic Data Processing section of 
\e Department of Education's Organisational Services. 

The Apple He's were chosen for their ease of use and 
functionally. The systems provided teachers and students with 
the opportunity to transmit written work or questions in 
seconds or minutes rather than in the usual weeks or days. 

In designing the system it was envisaged that a student and 
the teacher, or a group of students without the teacher, would 
be able to work together on composition or question and 
answer exercises. 

The teacher would be able to display typed text on the 
video screen of an individual, a group or the class during a 
lesson. The teacher could add, alter or delete text on the 
screens of any or each student, or hand over control to any 
student who could then add, alter or delete text on the screens 
of the teacher and all students in the class or group. 

Teaching or discussion on diagrams, maps or graphs 
would also be possible with students or teachers able to 
interact using a common visual image. For example, using the 
graphics capabilities of the Apple lie, the teacher would be 

able to construct or reproduce a diagram or graphic on students 
screens during a lesson, and modify the diagram or "point to" 
parts of it. 

Network Design 
The network design used a varible length packet switching 

polled terminal concept, with automatic error correction and 
packet responding. 

NAPLPS protocol was used to compress colour graphic 
images allowing an entire Apple He colour screen to be 
transmitted in a few seconds. 

To enable Appleworks to be used interactively over the 
satellite network, a software utility was produced. Without 
modifying Appleworks, it allowed the teacher and other 
students to view a particular student's work and take control at 
any time in order to correct or demonstrate ways of modifying 
the information on the screen. 

The scope of the project was to design and make 
operational a data communication system using various pieces 
of equipment, including the Apple lie, to provide effective 
long distance education. The system was designed to provide: 

• The rapid transmission of data, particularly graphics, from 
the taecher at the Mt lsa School of the Air Base to each of the 
participating sites. 
• The transfer of data, both text and graphics, initially from 
students to teacher, and subsequently between student and 
student. 
• Remove control of the cursor on each student's screen from 
the teachers computer. 
• The operation of "stand-alone" educational software at Mt Isa 
and at the participating sites. 

Benchmark Testing of Communications 
Equipment 

In designing the trial there was a large amount of testing 
needed to ensure the feasibility of the system. This benchmark 
testing involved ensuring that the Network driver sent the 
correct training preamble to students. Essentially the training 
sequence allowed the phase-lock loop in the student's modem 
to synchronize with the one in the network driver. 

A second phase involved ensuring that the student's Apple 
lie correctly acknowledged the connection request from the 
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network driver. Six retries are automatically attempted before 
a "Failure to Connect" message is displayed. 

Other procedures that were carefully tested included: 
ensuring that packet headers are correctly identified by the 
receiving machine; that packets of different lengths are 
correctly decoded by receiving machine, with packet sizes 
ranging from eight bytes for cursor positioning to 256 bytes 
for files; correct saving to disk of transmitted data; and 
ensuring that requests arriving in close sequence from various 
student sites were systematically queued and correctly 
processed by the network driver. 

Outstanding Success 
The project was a resounding success despite working 
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within 12 month time constraint to design and implement the 
system. The A USSA T satellite engineers had originally said it 
was impossible to run the system at 9600 baud after it had 
been up and running for six months and equipment failure on 
the Apple lie's was also extremely low. 

Students made extensive use of the system, especially the 
electronic mail facility, often using the system after formal 
class hours to co-produce newsletters and projects. 

The project was not confined to the students with many of 
the parents becoming involved and experimenting with the 
Apple lie's to learn how to use computers.

Availability 
The Apple II Video Overlay Card Package includes the 

Video Overlay Card, VideoMix software in both 3.5 inch and 
5.25 inch disk formats, an RGB cable, a video in/out cabiA 
and Owner's Guide. 

The package can be ordered at authorized Apple dealerships 
in the U.S. on April 3, 1989 and will be available in quantity 
at dealerships later in the month. 

EDITOR: The Video Overlay Card is not currently available 
in Australia. The reason is the fact that Australia has adopted 
the PAL television standard. PAL is a better quality than 
NTSC, so the card will not work with a PAL signal. At the 
User Group Conference, in April, we were told of a prototype 
for a PAL version of the card. But since then I have not heard 
about the release of the PAL version.

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Using the Apple IIGS in Business 
by Mike Nagle 

When the first Apple II was introduced it was aimed at the 
educational and entertainment market. Even when the 
enhanced lie came along and Appleworks was released it still 
was not considered as a serious business computer. Apple 
produced the Macintosh to compete with IBM in the business 
market and kept pushing the Apple II range as a school and 
home computer. 

Fortunately software developers did not follow this 
philosophy and produced some excellent programs that you 
could use to run your business with i.e Appleworks, Super 
Cales, Dollars and $ense, Business Works and Managing 
Your Money. Even when the IIGS was introduced Apple did 
not regard it as a business computer and concentrated pushing 
the Macintosh as the business machine. 

I have operated my business on the Apple II and now the 
IIGS and have never considered buying a Macintosh or IBM 
compatible to do the job. Why I have stayed with these 
machines is simply, they are user friendly and the software 
available is more than adequate to run a business. 

Business software that is unique to the IIGS is modest but 
I am sure that this shortcoming will be rectified in the near 
future and you will see a comprehensive range of IIGS 
business software. 

When it comes to using business software the question is: 
What are the best packages available? Well this 
depends on what you need it to do. I have always used and 
considered Dollars and $ense one of the best programs in the 
business category, unfortunately it will not work on a IIGS 
(Hopefully a IIGS version will be released). Dollars and 
$ense offers everything you need to keep track of business 
expenses. I have heard from other users who say you need to 
be an accountant to use it and up to a point I would agree but 
once you fully master the program it becomes second nature. 

As I said there is not a lot of software in the business 
category solely for the IIGS but there is still plenty of good 
programs that run well on the IIGS. One of these which I am 
road testing at the moment is a program called Quicken and so 
far I am impressed with the way it works. It may lack some of 
the features of Dollar and $ense but at half the cost Quicken is 
excellent value. If you want a package that will produce 
cheques automatically, reconcile your bank account, keep 
track of your car or any other personal expenses Quicken will 
work for you. For those who want to run their business 
Quicken will also do the job quite well although you need to 
own Appleworks to get the best out of the program. 

The reason I say you need Appleworks is because Quicken 
will not automatically generate reports such as Profit and Loss 
Statements, Balance Sheets and Cash Flow Reports. How 
you overcome this deficiency is by creating a spreadsheet with 
Appleworks and then use Quicken's transfer of data to 
Appleworks feature to produce all the reports you will ever 
want. At first I felt this was going to be a heavy-handed 

method, but I was surprised how simple and smoothly it 
works. 

The cheque writing option is very good and easy to use, 
they even send you sample cheques that can be reprinted here 
in Australia. Quicken can remember the bills you pay 
regularly. To pay such a bill, just specify the amount and the 
program will do the rest, write the cheque, record it in the 
cheque register, update the balance and print the cheque wi 
the name and address of the payee for fast mailing in a 
window envelope. 

With Quicken you can create as many accounts as you 
want, there is no restriction. A Quicken data disk can hold 
about a 1000 transactions about one years records for a sm1 
business. 

Although I am still using Dollars and $ense on my lie to do 
my bookkeeping I am setting up a corresponding system on 
my IIGS using Quicken. The manual is well written and easy 
to follow taking you through a very comprehensive tutorial 
and for those who are using this type of program for the first 
time this makes it that much easier and enjoyable to work with. 

If I had a choice I would rather have a IIGS version of 
Dollars and $ense but until one becomes available Quicken will 
suffice. Finally Quicken is not to my knowledge available in 
Australia maybe the group can get supplies for any members 
who would like to own it as at the price it is a handy and fairly 
powerful program to have in ones library. 

There is another excellent program called Managing Your 
Money but I have not personally reviewed it but have rear! 
other reviews of it in American Apple Publications, whi~ 
have all praised it highly. 

Hopefully software companies will start releasing more 
business software that takes advantages of the potential and 
power of the IIGS for I feel that it is a great machine and '· 
have proven that you can run your business on it successfullJ 
I know of other businesses similar to mine that use an IBM 
compatible and most of them admit that MS DOS is not the 
easiest operating system to learn and feel that I am in no way 
disadvantaged by running my business on an Apple IIGS. 
With the development of third party hardware like the Zip Chip 
and Trans warp card for the IIGS that lets the IIGS operate at a 
much faster speed, will only make it a more attractive 
proposition for the business community. 

One of the things that really sold me on the idea of up 
grading to a IIGS was it allowed me to run all of my old Apple 
II software (with a few exceptions) and when I considered the 
investment I had in software the choice was easy. On top of 
that we are seeing a lot more of really powerful software solely 
for the IIGS like Multiscribe GS, Appleworks GS, Medley 
and Graphicwriter and at last Apple have come up with a 
reasonable operating system GS/OS to replace the frustrating 
PROOOS 16. I said reasonable because I still feel Apple can 
and I am sure will do better. 
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In my next column I will review a hard disk utility called 
Easy Drive that is a must for hard disk owners. Not so long 
ago hard disks were considered a luxury but with the 
introduction of programs that take up so much memory the 
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hard disk has now become an essential acquisition for IIGS 
users.

Let us say it's 
size was l5Kb. Open it and do a few changes, plus work with 
a few other files, then save your document again, and hey 
presto! It is now 45Kb or something. If you open this file 
with a file editor (like Fedit - available from the club PD 
library, this program allows you to see everything that is in a 
file, not just what the word processor thinks you should see) 
you will find all your additions, deletions, and bits of other 
files, all saved along with your document, and it keeps getting 
bigger and bigger. This problem was solved in Word version 
3.02. 

fJuestion. Can Red Ryder be used to down load files from 
~ Apple-Q bulletin board? 
Yes it can. Open Red Ryder, pull down the "Customize" 

menu and chose "Xmodem Preferences". In this window you 
need to change two items. 

At the top is a "Timeout after" box. Make this longer, say 
sees. 
Below this is a box marked "Use and recognize CRC error 

checking". De-select this box. Now go through the normal 
download procedure, but be patient, the training sequence 
takes a few seconds, so hang in there and it should work. 

For those interested I intend putting a list of the club public 
domain (Macintosh) software on the BBS -that is, when I can 
fmd out how to UPLOAD files!!!

At least 3 different versions of nVIR are known to exist.
