PRINTER RIBBON TROUBLES

"Sorrow is havin% your Imagewriter develop a habit of skip?ing and fadinlg; hapginess is finding a simple
cure! For months 1 have had occasions of print fading with my Imagewriter 11, which seemed to be worse with
inexpensive ribbon cartridges but only occasionally a problem wifh the Aénple ribbons. At first glance, the
cheaper robbons seemed to require more torque to advance the ribbon, and I suspected that the Imagewriter
1§ hgld a weaker drive to the ribbon advance gear, especially since my Imagewriter 1‘s had never given me this
problem.

“In desparation 1 took the Imagewriter II ribbon drive deck assembly apart and studied it carefully.
Everything seemed to look proper internally, but when I reassembled it, put the ribbon in and operated 1t
manually, the ribbon would stop advancing as the print head neared the right margin of the page. Then I
noticed that a shght pressure down on the cartridge would keeg) the ribbon from advancing at all and a slight
pull upward would eliminate the problem. On the bottom of the ribbon cartridge are two tapered locating
?egs that fit in two corresponding holes in the ribbon cartridge Just below the rightmost hole, you can see

he drive wheel that is rotated by the small cable as the deck moves across the carrier rod. Now wait —-
what if the locating peg were to touch the drive wheel, -— Ureka! I put a small piece of cardboard under the
right part of the ribbon cartridge, keeping the peg from penetrating as far in to the drive deck, and the
problem was eliminated. A more permanent fix was effected by takin% a few strokes with across the point of
the locating pea\so that I could not penetrate deeply enough to touch the drive wheel. ) )
_"That was the simple answer -- and I've never had the problem since. If you have experienced this
ditficulty with your Imagewiter 11, especially when usin noru-Apgle ribbons, st file a tenth inch or so off
the right locating pegl right as looking down on the ribbon in the installed position). The cheaper ribbon
cartridges are generally for C.ltoh printers and definitely have slightly longer locating pegs, but 1 file my
Apple ones also just to be safe. It only takes about thirty seconds to file five ribbons. By the way, the
Imagewriter I does not have the problem, because the drive wheel is not located under the locating peg and
hence the problem is not experienced with this earlier machine." .

I’ve not had a SERIOUS problem, but my printing is occasionall¥ just a tad spotty. 1've tried the cardboard
terrlupo&‘ar‘ ‘%UPE’ but haven’t printed enough to see if it made a difference. Try it out and report your success
or lack ot it...
