Macintosh market. In particular,
they offended many Apple II users
when they established a 900 toll
number for technical support, while
continuing to use an 800 number for
support on their Macintosh products.

While they may have had good
reasons for this move, it did not go
sver well at all among ths loyal iI
and IIgs crowd, and earned them a
reputation there from which they
never fully recovered.

Although they have not been
Apple II advocates for a while, it is
still sad to see them go; they were a
significant part of Apple II history.
